Accessory structures shall be maintained stucturally sound and in good repair.

Swimming pools and hot tubs shall be safe and maintained in good repair.

Interior rooms and surfaces shall be maintained in good clean and sanitary condition. 

Stairs and walking surfaces shall be maintained in sound condition and good repair.

Every handrail and guard shall be maintained in good repair. 

Property must be clear of all infestations - insect, rodent, etc.

Water supply system shall be installed, maintained, and capable of supplying all fixtures.

Water heating facilities shall be properly installed with approved relief valves, 
earthquake straps, and capable of providing and water to every fixture.   

Plumbing fixtures shall be properly installed and maintained in working order.

Heating facilities capable maintaining a min temperature of 65° F in all habitable spaces. 

Electrical fixtures and/or cover plates present and undamaged.

Address numbers clearly visible from street.

Appropriate trash containers and free of overflow.

Exterior property and premises shall be maintained free from excess plant growth.
