Mill District Specific Plan for infrastructure, design standards, and land use planning is in
process, funded by HCD’s LEAP grant and Headwaters grant. Alternative land use scenarios
are being designed for presentation at stakeholder and public meetings. Staff is coordinating
with the new owner of the Mill Site to create a plan that matches the owner’s development
interests with General Plan policies, public interest, and economic development.

SB2 Planning Grant to implement housing element programs, including ADU, multifamily,
design review standards, GIS mapping, improvement standards, and infrastructure. ADU
standards were adopted by the City Council on November 1, 2021.

Staff is developing a competitive solicitation process by which it can proceed with the
negotiation for the sale of the lots at Drake and Penn for the purposes of creating low income
housing. The lots are held by the City as an asset with the specific purpose of creating low
income under its Recognized Obligation Payment Schedule as a part of the City’s
Redevelopment Agency. The draft solicitation will be placed on a future Council agenda for
approval prior to publication.

Staff is preparing draft ordinances to comply with SB 1383 CalRecycle requirements to adopt
Water Efficient Landscaping and Construction and Demolition reduction and reporting.
