WHEREAS, on April 22, 2026, when the City Council of the City of Arcata adopted Resolution 256-58 the
City of Arcata entered into an agreement with CalPERS to offer the CalPERS medical plans to the City of
Arcata employees; and,

WHEREAS, the payment of medical plan premiums are a negotiated benefit under the MMBA (Meyer Milias
Brown Act) and the Arcata Police Association is the exclusive representative for the police department
employees; and,

WHEREAS, the City of Arcata and the Arcata Police Association came to an agreement in regard to the
portion of the medical premiums the Arcata Police Association represented employees would pay and the
portion of the medical premiums the City would pay; and,

WHEREAS, a letter of agreement was signed by the Arcata Police Association President and the City
Manager of the City of Arcata to modify Article 10, Section 10.1, of the Memorandum of Understanding
between the City of Arcata and the Arcata Police Association in regards to medical benefits.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Arcata does hereby approve the

attached Letter of Agreement between the City of Arcata and the Arcata Police Association, effective upon
adoption.
