Project Title: Storm Damage Repairs on Alderpoint Road (6B165) at Post Miles 2.10, 2.70 and 2.98

Project Location - Specific: The project consists of three separate sites within close proximity of each other.

The sites are located roughly two miles east on Alderpoint Road from it's intersection with Highway 101.

Description of Nature, Purpose, and Beneficiaries of Project:

On March 7, 2017, the Governor of the State of California declared a disaster for Humboldt County due to severe winter
storms, flooding, and mudslides. Alderpoint Road (6B165) Post Miles 2.10, 2.70 and 2.98 in the Garberville area of southern
Humboldt County, experienced roadway settlement and shoulder failure. Emergency temporary repairs were done at the time
of the disaster to maintain essential traffic flows.

On Oct. 4, 2022, the Humboldt County Department of Public Works received Federal Highway Administration funding approval
to proceed with the Alderpoint Road (6B165) Post Miles 2.10, 2.70 and 2.98 Storm Damage Repair Project.

The proposed project consists of constructing reinforced embankment, sub-drainage and storm drainage systems, restoring the
roadway to the original width and adding sediment and erosion control items.

Reason why project is exempt:

Categorical Exemption Class 2, Replacement or Reconstruction (State CEQA Guidelines Section 15302). This exemption applies to projects that are existing facilities and consist of replacement
or reconstruction of existing structures and facilities where the new structure will be located on the same site as the structure replaced and will have substantially the same purpose and
capacity as the structure replaced. Replacement or reconstruction of existing structures on the same site with the same purpose and capacity is appropriate for existing facilities maintained by
the Public Works Department. Additionally, storm damage projects also fall under the Statutory Exemption for Emergency Projects (State CEQA Guidelines Section 15269). This exemption
applies to projects to maintain, repair, restore, demolish, or replace property or facilities damaged or destroyed as a result of a disaster in a disaster-stricken area in which a state of emergency
has been proclaimed by the Governor pursuant to the California Emergency Services Act, commencing with Section 8550 of the Government Code.
